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Day 1: AUSTRALIA - ROME
Meet at the airport for your International flight to Rome, Italy.

Day 2: ROME
On arrival into Rome you will be met and transferred by coach to your hotel. The rest of the day is then free to
explore your new surrounds with your teacher.

Day 3: ROME (B)

Today you will explore and experience Ancient Rome and its historical perspective. After breakfast meet your
guide for your half-day walking tour of Ancient Rome. You will see the sights of the Colosseum (outside)
(opened by the Emperor Vespasian in A.D. 80). With a circumference of 580 yards and height of 157 feet, the
Colosseum would hold 50,000 persons. You will then continue on with your tour visiting the Arch of Constantine
and the Roman Forum. The afternoon is then free to spend time with your teacher sightseeing, you could visit
places such as, Il Campo de’ Fiori, Arch of Titus, the Pantheon, the Spanish steps, Victor Emmanuel Monument,
and the Trevi Fountain, (any enfrance fees at own expense).

Day 4: ROME (B)

This morning you will meet your guide for your second half-day guided tour of Rome. You wiill visit the Vatican
City and its museums, including the Sistine Chapel and St Peter’s Basilica with its many treasures and
masterpieces, including the famous Pieta’ of Michelangelo. The rest of the day is then free for independent
sightseeing supervised by your teacher. You may like to take a walk to Piazza Navona, which is a vast and
beautiful square lined with baroque palaces. The square has three fountains, including Bernini’'s masterpiece
“Fountains of Rivers” in the cenftre, (any entrance fees at own expense).

Day 5: ROME - SORRENTO AREA (B)
This morning you will depart by coach from Rome to Sorrento area. On arrival you will be transferred to your
hotel to check in for your two night stay. The day is then free to explore your new surrounds with your teacher.
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Day 6: SORRENTO - POMPEIl - SORRENTO (B)

This morning after breakfast you will be taken on a half day guided tour to Pompeii, departing by coach. First
you will explore the ruins of Pompeii, which was struck by a volcanic explosion in 79AD, with your guide. The
volcano buried the city under many feet of ash and it was lost for 1,600 years before its accidental
rediscovery. Since then, its excavation has provided an extraordinarily detailed insight into the life of a city at
the height of the Roman Empire. Later you will be transferred back to the hotel in the Sorrento area by coach.
(Entrance fee to Pompeii excavations included).

Day 7: SORRENTO AREA - FLORENCE (B)

This morning you will depart by coach from the Sorrento area to Florence, on arrival you will be fransferred to
your hotel. Florence is often considered the birthplace of the Italian Renaissance and was long ruled by the
Medici family. The Medici family was a powerful and influential Florentine family from the 13th to 17th century.
The family produced three popes (Leo X, Clement VI, and Leo Xl), numerous rulers of Florence, and later
members of the French royalty. The family also helped to spur the beginning of the Italian Renaissance.
Florence is also famous for its fine art and architecture. It is said that, of the 1,000 most important European
arfists of the second millennium, 350 lived or worked in Florence. Florence has been the setting for numerous
works of fiction and movies, including the novels and associated films Hannibal and A Room with a View. The
rest of the day is free for teacher supervised activities.

Day 8: FLORENCE (B)

This morning you will make your own way to your Italian Language School where you will begin your 3 hours of
Italian Language Lessons. After your lesson the day is then free for teacher-supervised activities. You may like
to visit such sights as the Santa Maria Novella, I Duomo, the exterior of the Il Baptistry & Giotto Bell Tower and
Signoria Square, (any entfrance fees at own expense).

Day 9: FLORENCE (B)

This morning you will make your own way to your Italian Language School where you will begin your 3 hours of
Italian Language Lessons. After your lesson the day is then free for teacher-supervised activities. You might like to visit
the huge Pitti Palace lavishly decorated with the Medici family's former private collection. The art gallery contains a
large number of Renaissance works, including several by Raphael. Adjoining the Palace are the Boboli Gardens,
elaborately landscaped and with many inferesting sculptfures, or you may like to visit the Uffizi Gallery or the
Accademia Museum, (any enfrance fees at own expense).
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Day 10: FLORENCE (B)

This morning you will make your own way to your Italian Language School where you will begin your 3 hours of
Italian Language Lessons. After your lesson the dayy is then free for teacher-supervised activities. You may like to visit
the Bargello (Museo Nazionale del Bargello). The National Museum has ifs setting in one of the oldest buildings in
Florence and one of the most beautiful in Italy, which was begun in 1255. Inifially the headquarters of the Capitano
del Popolo and later of the Podestd, in the sixteenth century it became the residence of the Bargello or head of
police spies from which it took its name. Throughout the eighteenth century it functioned as a prison. Since 1865 it
has become the National Museum, displaying the largest Italian collection of gothic and renaissance sculptures
(14th - 17th century). The museum also has a fine collection of ceramics, textile, tapestries, ivory, silver, armours and
old coins, or you may like fo do some last minute shopping, (any entrance fees at own expense).

Day 11: FLORENCE - VENICE (B)

This morning you will board your coach and transferred to the frain station where you will board your train
Venice (one-way train fare included). On arrival you will make your own way to your hotel to checkin for your
two night stay. The rest of the day is free to explore your new surrounds with your teacher. You could take a
Gondola ride down the Grand Canal. Don't miss the sunset from Doge's palace square facing Santa Maria della
Salute. Or take a visit to the Giardinetti Ex-Reali (Ex Royal Gardens), the gardens have benches that face the water
and you can sit down, rest your feet while watching the gondolieri pass by, (any enfrance fees at own expense).

Day 12: VENICE (B)

Today is free to explore Venice with your teacher. You could visit such sights as St. Mark’s square, St. Mark’s Basilica,
the Doges Palace, the Bridges of Sigh or purchase a vaporetto pass (at own expense) and visit the islands of
Murano and Burano, where you can see lace making and glass blowing demonstrations. Murano has been the
“home” of the glass making industry since the 13th century and Burano is the *home” to the lace making industry,
(any entrance fees at own expense).

Day 13: VENICE - MILAN (B)

This morning you will make your own way to the train station with your teacher where you will board your frain to
Milan (one way train fare included). On arrival you will be met by your coach and en-route to the hotel you will
have a half day guided tour of Milan. You will visit | Duomo, La Scala Opera House, Castello Sfozesca, the Galleria
and Vittorio Emanuelle I, after you tour is complete you will then re-board your coach and transfer to your hotel,
(any entrance fees at own expense).

Day 14: MILAN - AUSTRALIA (B)
This morning after breakfast you will board your coach for your transfer to the airport for your flight back home.

Day 15: AUSTRALIA
Arrive Home.
